November is National Pomegranate Month

November is National Pomegranate Month. Pomegranates are a red, juicy fruit.
When you cut a pomegranate open, there are many seeds. The seeds of a pomegran-
ate are safe to eat. Pomegranates have many antioxidants that are beneficial to your
health. The seeds contain a healthy amount of fiber and antioxidants. The great thing
about pomegranate trees is that they can live for many years. On average, pomegran-
ate trees grow four to five meters high.

Each pomegranate has 846 seeds!! The white inner membrane and rind are not
eaten due to the tannic acid, but they are useful as a wash for the skin. A pomegran-
ate is about the size of an orange. A pomegranate has about 105 calories. The seeds
of a pomegranate enhance the immune system and keep blood lipid healthy. Re-
search has shown that the pomegranate fruit extract has been good for preventing
and fighting certain forms of cancer.
